My course conductor, Les Bucher, completely broke me down and built me back up in a way that allowed me to be an effective teacher, yet take my personal skiing to the next level.  ASIA hosts

 wonderful variety of programs and employs top professional instructors.  Most of all, the people – by far – make the organization.  All are welcoming, deeply passionate and constantly come up with different tools and tricks for your bag.

ASIA is a non-profit organization.  Anyone can be a candidate.  It is designed for those wishing to improve their skiing skills through up-to-date training, and to better share those skills with others.   I urge you to visit their website (asiaski.org) and ‘ski safely’.”
And from Nancy Nolan:  “Sue Poirier introduced me to ASIA when we decided ‘professional training’ would help us become better skiers and teachers.  So, in we jumped.  We took the first part of the Level I certification at Pico.  Our instructor was Rick 
Svencer
, a longtime ASIA course conductor and PSIA examiner.  The second weekend was at a ski resort in PA now known as 
Sno
 Mountain.  At the end of Saturday, Bill Hornbeck held an “off-snow” class.  Everyone seemed to know a lot more than Sue and I about teaching tricks, and when Bill said ‘It’s all in the manual,’ we realized we didn’t have one.  Later, manual in hand, we studied all night.  Exam day came and we were shaking in our ski boots.  Somehow we both passed, and then brought our new-found expertise back to our ski club, teaching at the instruction weekends for many years thereafter.  That was the beginning of the long journey I’ve had with ASIA.  Bill asked if I would coordinate the Vermont ASIA programs, and as such I became a member of the ASIA board, then ASIA treasurer and presently ASIA vice president.  Along the way, I passed my Level II certification, and continue to instruct for my club, my grandchildren and anyone who asks for help.  Besides the wonderful friends I’ve made, I’ve benefitted from the on-going learning from every clinic I’m in.”
